 óAs for those who say, óOur Lord is Allah,ô and then remain steadfast, the angels descend 

on them, saying: óFear ye not, nor grieve; and rejoice in the Garden that you were 

promised.  

óWe are your friends in this life and in the Hereafter. Therein you will have all that your 

souls will desire, and therein you will have all that you will ask for ð 

óAn entertainment from the Most Forgiving, the Merciful.ô (41:31 ï 33).  

Explaining Hazoor said each week he receives thousands of letters asking for prayers for 

different reasons. However, last week Hazoor received thousands more letters than is usual 

and the subject of all of them revolved around the great sacrifices of the martyrs of Lahore. 

There was expression of grief and pain and anger, but the anger transformed in the very next 

sentence in patience and prayers. These letters came from all over the world. These were not 

just the emotions of Ahmadis of Pakistani descent. Rather, person of every ethnicity who has 

been enabled to come into the baiôat of the Promised Messiah (on whom be peace) has been 

expressing anguish as if it were their close, blood relations who had been victims of the 

cruelty. As for those whose close relations were martyred, they have been consoling Hazoor 

in their letters on the martyrdom of their sons, fathers, brothers and husbands. It is a great 

account of patience and steadfastness. Hazoor personally telephoned the families of all the 

martyrs to pay his condolences. In each family that Hazoor rang, he found children, wives, 

mother and fathers submitting to the will of God. Hazoor said letters can conceal emotions 

but he clearly heard their resolute voices on the telephone expressing in light of the Quranic 

injunction: éóSurely, to Allah we belong and to Him shall we return.ô (2:157). Hazoor 

said they said what they said in full awareness and with complete perception of attaining 

Godôs pleasure that they submitted to the will of God. One or two sacrifices were nothing for 

them, they were prepared to spill the last drops of their blood for the community of the 

Promised Messiah (on whom be peace) because today it is their blood alone which will 

demonstrate the status of the Holy Prophet as Khatumun Nabiyeen and the chief of all 

Prophets (peace and blessings of Allah be on him). They are those who will revive the model 

of the earlier-ones, they keep the great example of the Companions (may Allah be pleased 

with them all) in view. Hazoor said having read all these letters he feels unable to express his 

own emotions. However, they have further strengthen his belief that most certainly God 

granted these beloved people to the Promised Messiah (on whom be peace) in order to 

accomplish his high objectives. These are the great people who are patient and steadfast,

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whose departed ones also demonstrated models of steadfastness as they met their God and 

thus verified the Quranic statement of: óAnd say not of those who are killed in the cause of 

Allah that they are dead; nay, they are living; only you perceive not.ô (2:155). They 

demonstrated to the world that while they have attained the pleasure of God they have also 

become a source that shall flourish faith. Every single drop of their spilt blood will bear great 

fruits. Angels will have embraced them and they would not have felt anything as they gave 

their lives; how the bullet hit them or the shrapnel from the grenade struck them. These 

embodiments of steadfastness who offered their lives for faith lay injured in their blood for 

hours and recited Durud. If any one of them uttered a sound out of pain, the other injured said 

to him, óbe patient, people give their lives without any cause, you are going to sacrifice 

yourself for a great cause.ô And then, the one who uttered the sound recited Durud till he 

breathed his last and thus assured that he was fulfilling his promise made to the Promised 

Messiah (on whom be peace).  

Hazoor said while the descent of angels is apparent on the injured God has also placed it on 

those who lost their loved ones. It is due to their faith in the Imam of the age. God 

commanded the angels to console them as they are engaged in prayers. Hazoor said he saw 

the same outlook in every home and was amazed at the caliber of people God has given to the 

Promised Messiah (on whom be peace), each one appears a personification of óéI only 

complain of my sorrow and my grief to Allahéô(12:87) and this indeed is the glory of a 

believer. God has reminded believers to be patient: óAnd seek help with patience and 

Prayeréô (2:46). A servant of the Gracious God will only submit to God rather than raise a 

clamor, take out rallies and take the law in his own hands. He shifts his emotions to patience 

and prayers and that is when he is worthy of glad-tiding. God has foretold us that: óAnd we 

will try you with something of fear and hunger, and loss of wealth and lives, and fruits; 

but give glad tidings to the patientô (2:156).  

 óThere are our pure members in Lahoreô (Tadhkirah p. 482). Hazoor said this is their honour 

and they should try and uphold it as there is immense glad-tiding in this connection. Fortunate 

are you, Hazoor said, that the Promised Messiah has given a glad tiding about your city. 

Hazoor said in his view the enemy did not carry out these attacks only to incur loss of life. 

They wished to create fear. In their assumption they wanted to alienate the weak Ahmadis 

and create restlessness among the youth. They did not know that these are the sons of mothers 

in whose milk runs the pledge to sacrifice oneôs life, property, time and children. Who 

themselves possessed the fervor to honour loyalty. The enemy had assumed Ahmadis will not 

be able to bear this huge loss and will take out violent rallies which would give the 

government the chance to impose its will on them. And by exaggerating any such reaction to

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the rest of the world Ahmadis could be disgraced. What they did not know was that Ahmadis 

are those who seek Godôs help with patience and Prayer and who come in His refuge, who 

gather under the banner of Khilafat and will therefore never react in such a manner.  

Hazoor said, óYou are unsuccessfully trying to bring the name of my master, benefactor of 

mankind, the Holy Prophet (peace and blessings of Allah be on him) in disrepute.ô Hazoor 

said on the Day of Judgement the Kalima (declaration of Islamic faith) will seize every single 

one of them and hurl them to their bad ending. Our task is to be patient; not only are the 

others amazed at our steadfastness rather they are inclined towards Ahmadiyyat and have 

expressed the wish to take baiôat. Thus their brutality has resulted in blessings for us.  

Hazoor said he had thought that he would relate some incidents but some of them are so 

heartbreaking that Hazoor feared he would overcome with emotion. However, Hazoor related 

a few: 

One worshipper at the funeral Prayer said, óI have received one more blessing, I am now a 

father of a martyr. My resolve and courage is high.ô One Ahmadi was informed that his 

brother had been martyred he should go to such and such hospital. His reply was, óthe one 

who has departed has gone. I will stay here, Ahmadi brothers may need my blood donation.ô 

One mother said, óI have placed my youth son from my lap onto Godôs lap, he was Godôs 

trustô. Shad sahib, our martyred missionary of Model Town who was delivering Friday 

sermon at the time of attack, continued to recite Durud and prayers and also said Allaho 

Akbar aloud. He had mentioned earlier Ahmadi martyrdoms at Fajr on the day. About 200 

Ahmadis took shelter under the staircase outside. One terrorist came to the edge of the 

courtyard. Had he come outside, the 200 Ahmadis would not have remained. A 65 year old 

Ahmadi ran towards him and took his bullets on his chest. The terrorist was delayed in 

coming out and as a result many Ahmadis ran to safety. When it was all over and they came 

out, they saw many martyrs lay on the staircase.  

One Ahmadi who was visiting from Japan went to funeral Prayers. He says that these funeral 

Prayers evoked memory of the time of the Holy Prophet (peace and blessings of Allah be on 

him). Such were the models of steadfastness that it is difficult to put them in words. He met 

an elderly person and asked him how did he know the martyr? His reply was, óhe was my 

sonô. The narrator says his heart sank but the father of the martyr said, óAlhamdolillah, it was 

Godôs willô. There were resolute faces all around. A lady has related that her young children 

had gone for Friday Prayers, God saved them. When the incident was shown on the TV the 

ladyôs neighboring women flocked to her house assuming she would be wailing. However, 
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she told them our matter is with God. She told them she was not concerned about her 

children; everyone [in the mosque] was her relative. If her children were martyred they would 

gain nearness to God, if they survived they would be Ghazi (one who has been in a conflict 

for Islam). One mother lost her only son, her other children are daughters; she is exhibiting 

extreme patience and steadfastness. An Ahmadi from Syria was visiting and was in the 

mosque and got injured. He relates that he has never quite seen anything like this ever before. 

There was no panic, no chaos and no fear. Everyone was doing their duties, obeying 

instructions even when firing was going on.  

Hazoor said these are those people, those mothers who the Promised Messiah (on whom be 

peace) has created in his community and who have established great models of sacrifices. 

They are not only concerned about their own children, their hearts pain for the entire Jamaôat. 

Hazoor said, óO Ahmadi mothers, never allow these virtuous, pure emotions to die. As long 

as they remain, no enemy can harm even an iota of the Jamaôat.ô 

Hazoor said he has been receiving many letters with reference to verse 24 of Surah Al Ahzab: 

óAmong the believers are men who have been true to the covenant they made with 

Allah. There are some of them who have fulfilled their vow, and some who still wait, and 

they have not changed their condition in the least; (33:24) and these people are giving 

Hazoor assurance of their own pledge and allegiance. The enemy thought he would weaken 

us, will break our strength. He assumed urban Ahmadis probably did not have faith. He did 

not know the Promised Messiah (on whom be peace) has infused the energy of faith in his 

community. Doubtless they are involved in worldly matters but they are not their objectives, 

when they are called for faith, they are always forthcoming. Rather than brutality, they are the 

champions of humanity. Hazoor said after all Ahmadis also belong to the same 

nation/ethnicity, however, after accepting the Promised Messiah (on whom be peace) these 

people sacrifice their lives for religion in the manner instructed by God. 

Hazoor said may God reward the Pakistani press for their just coverage of the incidents and 

may He always enable them to say the truth and not go back to the old ways. Hazoor said 

many countries have sent messages of condolences; here some MPs have also expressed 

sympathy. May God reward them all. What is more, even the Khatm e Nabuwat appear to 

have said this was a bad deed. Hazoor remarked, if this is so, what about those hate-filled 

posters and banners? Those which are displayed under the name plates of High Court judges? 

Who has plastered them? It is they alone who incite the foolish. Now that they see the course 

of the world has changed so they have joined in. The real reason for this atrocity is the 

rancour and spite that the so-called mullah exhibits against us. The Chief Justice of Pakistan

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takes notice of every small matter by going to press. Did he not ever think of taking notice of 

this huge atrocity, the banners, the posters? Should he not take action against these mullahs 

who incite to hatred? Is his standard of justice limited to his choice? Our sorrow and grief is 

to God alone, we do not expect anything from him. Hazoor said he was only pointing out his 

standards. Indeed after every trial our perception of sacrifice for God and attainment of His 

pleasure increases. People can neither harm us nor can they give us anything.

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 The Religious persecution of Ahmadies. 

 

The recent incident in Lahore is no doubt is the severe most in the history of Ahmadiyya 

persecution, but it is also a fact that a constant and continuous persecution is being faced by 

Ahmadies in Pakistan, Bangladesh, Indonesia and Egypt since long.  

Actually all the sectarian terrorist groups belong to ñDeyo Bandiò school of thoughts, fully 

supported by Jamate Islami and ñMajlise Tahfuzze Khatme Nabuwatò. They want to spread 

and implement their brand of Islam on all other sects in Islam. They are the main cause of 

religious terrorism throughout the world. 

 

As far as the implied responsibility is concerned, unfortunately the constitution of Pakistan, 

Pakistan panel code and Pakistan criminal code have provided a license to kill Ahmadies, 

under the umbrella of Anti Ahmadiyya laws. The government ministers openly support these 

terrorist organizations for Ahmadiyya persecution. For example the law minister of Punjab 

Rana Sana ullah has open affiliation with banned terrorist group ñSipah-e-sahaba and 

lashkar-e-Jhungviò. The federal minister of religious affairs Hamid Kazmi and federal 

minister of ñshariaò, openly participates and provide funds for their Khatme  Nabowat 

conferences . They openly support killings and death penalty for Ahmadies. One can see the 

banners in government offices and high courts for the inducement to kill all Ahmadies. 

 

Blasphemy law is also designed to persecute Ahmadies only, the chief justice of Pakistan who 

has habit of taking so- motto actions on minor issues, has not bothered to take notice of this 

shameful incident. The parliament and senate of Pakistan is silent and not even a single 

member has demanded to discuss this matter in the parliament or senate, which shows the 

state of affairs in Pakistan. 

 

  The high court judges openly instigate and induce the common Muslims to kill Ahmadies. 

Ahmadies are considered apostates on baseless and fabricated allegations. Similarly the 

council of Islamic ideology which is created under Article 23 of constitution has prepared 

draft legislation, prescribing death penalty for apostasy and recommended that if any Muslim 

changes his religion and becomes Ahmadi, such person is liable of death penalty. The 

national assembly of Pakistani has already sent a bill ñApostasy Act ñto the standing 

committee, the bill proposed death sentence to male apostate and imprisonment till penitence 

or death for female apostates. The situation is that if an Ahmadi declares his faith as Islam, 
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he is guilty under section 298-C and295- C of Pakistan penal code.  If he abides these laws 

and declares his faith as Ahmadi he is considered as apostate and liable to death punishment. 

Every manifestation of religious belief of an Ahmadi is an offence under the law, whether it is 

done privately or publicly. 

 

The persecution of Ahmadies is wholly legalized, even encouraged by the Pakistani 

government. Pakistan penal code clearly prohibits Ahmadies from ñindirectly or directly 

posing as Muslimò. They are not allowed to declare, practice or propagate their faith; 

building mosques. Pakistani blasphemy law makes the death penalty mandatory for 

blasphemy. The Ahmadiyya beliefs are considered blasphemous on prejudice grounds .In 

2009 at least 50 Ahmadies were charged under various provisions of the blasphemy. The 

legislation and judicial pronouncement provide clear and convincing evidence that Ahmadies 

are being forced to change Theology. Anti Ahmadiyya laws are so widely worded that any 

thing under the sky can be brought within the mischief of law. 

 

 Anti Ahmadiyya laws have transformed the daily life of an Ahmadi as a crime which can 

easily be charged under the blasphemy laws. Mullahs can easily take the law in their hands 

as per their fanatic believes or their type of Islam. Ordinance XX prohibits Ahmadies to 

identify themselves as Muslim or their religion as Islam, which is a heavy burden on their 

conscience but to declare themselves as Ahmadi is also not free from the mischief of law. 

Almost in every month two, three or more Ahmadies are being killed by way of target killings, 

so in very systematic way genocide of Ahmadies is being done by all Pakistani governments 

since 1953. In Pakistan clergy and state have merged their authorities against Ahmadiis 

through anti Ahmadiyya laws. 

 

The Ahmadiyya community has long been persecuted in Pakistan Since 1953, when the first 

post-independence, anti-Ahmadiyya riots broke out. The community lived under threat 

between 1953 and 1973. 

The systematic institutional denial of religious freedom to Ahmadis started in 1974 when an 

anti Ahmadiyya movement resulted declaring Ahamdis as ñnot Muslimò through the 

constitutional 2nd amendment Act 1974. On April 26 1984 the then dictator Gen. Zia ul Haq 

issued ordinance XX, which amended Pakistan penal code and barred Ahmadiyya Muslim 

community to profess their faith. Religious belief is a matter of conscience and conscience 
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cannot be compelled. Any attempt to do so is bound to inflict incalculable misery on those 

who are subjected to such compulsion.  

 

With the passage of criminal law act 1986, parliament added section 295-C to Pakistan penal 

code, known as ñBlasphemy Lawò, made the death penalty mandatory for blasphemy. The 

government has institutionalized the persecution of Ahmadies with section 295-C.Therefor 

Ahmadies could be sentenced to death for simply professing their faith. In 2009, 37Ahmadies 

were charged under general provisions of the blasphemy law including minor children and 

over 50 were charged under Ahmadi specific provisions of law. The situation against 

Ahmadies in Indonesia is almost similar to above. The Ahmadiyya specific laws and 

blasphemy laws in Indonesia are severely persecuting the Ahmadiyya community. 

In Indonesian minister of religious affairs, the attorney general and the minister of interior, 

bowing to pressure from extreme fanatical Muslim groups, has issued a joint decree against 

Indonesian Ahmadiyya Jammat, which has also altered seventeen laws and regulations 

against Ahmadies. 

 

The decree has warned and ordered the general members and leading members of Jammat 

not to declare on propagate or conduct religions activities. Any member or leading member 

of Ahmadiyya who does not comply with this warning and orders shall be liable to penalties 

as prescribed in regulatory laws. 

 

The above decree is against the basic fundamental rights and is a severe form of religious 

persecution protected under the law of land. Ahmadi Muslims are being forced to offer prayer 

behind non Ahmadi Imams. Office of the religious affairs continues to refuse issuing 

marriage certificates, unless they sign a declaration abandoning their association with 

Ahmadiyya jamat. 

 

Since year 2000 hundreds of Ahmadiyya homes, dozens of Ahmadiyya mosques are being 

attacked destroyed, sealed, burned and looted every year in Indonesia. All religious activities 

are banned and they are barred from going to Hajj ie pilgrimage to Mecca. Thousands of 

Ahmadies are compelled to live in refugee camps and are asked by the Government to leave 

the country. No food or other monetary assistance provided to them. They are not allowed to 

return to their home and property. 
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   Denial of religious freedom to Ahmadis in Pakistan and Indonesia is not merely cleavage 

between religious groups, it is a state sponsored and institutionalized denial. It can properly 

be described as an attempt to change theology and prescribe a religion for Ahmadis against 

their conscience. The freedom of religion begins with freedom to profess faith in religion of 

ones choice. The right to practice and propagate that faith follows the right to profess. But 

even before the right to profess there is a right of self identification. That right has also been 

denied to Ahamdis in Pakistan.

A number of mothers and children were savoring homemade fruit salad one late afternoon at 

Wisma Transito (transit house) in Mataram, Lombok. 

A group of men sat on the porch of the building, playing games with their children. 
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All of them actually have homes, friends and families and once worked as farmers, but 

four years after being evacuated from their village in Ketapang, West Lombok, West Nusa 

Tenggara (NTB), their old lives seem millions of years away. 

 

For the members of Ahmadiyah, returning to their village remains an impossible dream. 

Ahmadiyah community members were evacuated to the transit house a government-owned 

building that used to serve as a refuge for migrant workers ð on Feb. 4, 2006, and have been 

living there ever since. 

 

ñWe were told it was a temporary situation until security was restored in our village. But it 

turns out we canôt return home even now,ò said Syahidin (45), the coordinator of the 

Ahmadiyah refugees at Wisma Transito. 

 

During their four-year-long evacuation, 12 babies were born, with part of the evacuated 

congregation choosing to move to other regions outside NTB, leaving only 33 families or 126 

people in the transit home. 

 

Some of the babies born in the refuge were even named after the place, like Transiti Mariam 

Sudikah (3), Transita Nuriyah (2), and Muhamad Iqbal Transito (2). 

 

The 3-by-3 meter makeshift rooms in the refuge are partitioned with curtains made of cloth, 

pre-used banners and sarongs.Highlighting the limitations and plain existence of the 

evacueesô lives. 

 

 
 

 

There are only six bathrooms with barely enough water to satisfy the needs of all families 

residing there. For cooking, the sect members have built a basic kitchen from used-cement 

sacks and wood or bamboo to support the back of the building. 

 

Since mid 2008, the NTB social affairs office has stop delivering rice and other food aid to 

the refugees because social assistance was only made available for two years. They are still 

struggling to make a living. In the last six months, they had no electricity after they couldnôt 

afford to pay the bill.  

 

Worse, as citizens, they have lost their identities as they do not possess valid identity cards 

(KTP). 
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ñThe cards obtained from Ketapang have expired and our applications for new KTPshas 

been rejected here. This makes it difficult to obtain certificates for free medical aid for 

disadvantaged people,ò said Sarim Ahmad (40), one of the refugees. 

 

Without KTPs, the refugees have no access to free medical services and student aid (BSM). 

They had to pay the normal rate for hospital fees for each baby born during that time, and 

have not yet received allowances for their childrenôs education. 

 

The BSM scheme normally provides Rp 15,000 per primary school student, Rp 50,000 per 

secondary school student and Rp 75,000 per high school student a month. 

 

To support their families, some of the members of the sect have taken jobs in the construction 

industry, others in retail like snack shops. Sarim and 12 other members have been working for 

several months in Singkong Keju Mataram (Sikemat), a fried-cassava shop with 12 branches 

in Mataram. 

 

They only earn Rp 12,000 a day, working from 8 a.m. to 5 p.m. local time. 

ñSometimes we donôt have enough money to buy rice. But fortunately thereôs the job at the 

snack shop, otherwise there would be nobody to turn to,ò said Nuraeni (28), another 

Ahmadiyah evacuee with two children. 

 

ñI want to be a policeman,ò said Ridho (3), the son of Zuhri and Nuraeni, when asked what he 

wished to become when he grew up. But who can guarantee Ridhoôs dream will come true, 

when his parents cannot afford to pay for basic health and his education?

Rules for Team competitions 

 
1. Each Majlis is allowed to bring a team for all team competitions which include

3. Each Majalis are requested to organise uniform for their Majlis. The selection of 

colour to be discussed and approved by Sehat-e-Jismani to avoid same colour uniforms. 

 

4. All Zauma must ensure their teams are ready to start the team events as per the 

scheduled time table. Any Majlis that is not ready on time will only be given 5 minutes to 

start or the team will be disqualified. Any Majalis that will not have the full team ready and 

the 2
nd

 team is ready to play, then the game will start despite less team members. Failure to 

start will mean disqualification of the team. 

 

5. The fixtures will be drawn for all team sports in front of all Zauma prior to start of 

the first sports event during the Ijtema. 

 

6. The refereeôs decision will be final for all games.  

 

7. It is the responsibility of all Zauma to inform all their members of all sports activities 

and make necessary arrangement to ensure on time attendance of all participants.

No 

player will be allowed to play without shoes. All players who do not have the above 

arrangement will not be allowed to play. 

 

2. CRICKET  

A team of 13 players will be allowed.  

Games of 6 overôs will be played and each bowler will be able to bowl maximum of 2 

overôs. One batsman can bat only once. 

 

3. VOLLEY BALL  

A team of 6 members will be allowed. Only one game of 30 points will be played and side 

will be changed after 15 points. Toss will be carried out to select preferred side before start 

of the game.  

 

4. TUG OF WAR 

10 members per team will be allowed. Toss will be carried out prior to start to select side. 

Game will be played over best of 3 pulls.   

 

5. TABLE TENNIS  

Table Tennis competitions will be held to a maximum of 20 points. The change of side will 

occur after 10 points.  The names will be drawn prior to the game. Separate competitions 

will be held for SAF-E-DOM and SAF-E-AWWAL members. Only 2 members per Majlis 

will be allowed. 

 

 

6. 100m RACE 

100m race competitions will be held for SAF-E-DOM and SAF-E-AWWAL members 

separately. This is an individual competition therefore all members can take part. 

 

7. SHOT PUT 

Shot put competition will be held as individual competition. 

Best of 2 throws will  only be allowed.  
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This competition will be held separately for SAF-E-DOM and SAF-E-AWWAL.  

Two members per Majlis will be allowed. 

 

8. BADMINTON  

Individual competition will be held. 

Two members per Majlis will be allowed. 

 

9. MORNING WALK  

This competition will be held separate for SAF-E-DOM and SAF-E-AWWAL. This will be
